Simplified Format of a Bioethics Bowl Match
1. Have the students introduce themselves.
2. Judges introduce themselves.

3. Flip a coin to determine which team will be Team 1.
4. The moderating judge announces the first case and then reads the opening question about the case.
5. Team 1 has two minutes to confer.
6. Team 1 may use up to 10 minutes to respond to the question. 

(Only one member of the team may speak during this time.)
7. Team 2 has one minute to confer.
8. Team 2 may use up to 5 minutes to comment on Team 1’s response.
(More than one team member may contribute to the commentary, but only one team member may speak at a time.)

9. Team 1 has 1 minute to confer.
10. Team 1 may use up to 5 minutes to respond to Team 2’s commentary.
(More than one team member may contribute to the commentary, but only one team member may speak at a time.)
11. Judges have 10 minutes to ask Team 1 questions.
(Each judge may ask only one question with a brief follow up. Team members may briefly confer before answering the judge’s question. Different team members may respond to the questions of different judges.)

12. Judges evaluate Team 1 and Team 2 on score sheets.
(Judges do not announce their scores at this time.)

13. The moderating judge announces the second case and then reads the opening question about the case.
14. Team 2 has two minutes to confer.
15. Team 2 may use up to 10 minutes to respond to the question. 

(Only one member of the team may speak during this time.)
16. Team 1 has one minute to confer.
17. Team 1 may use up to 5 minutes to comment on Team 2’s response.
(More than one team member may contribute to the commentary, but only one team member may speak at a time.)

18. Team 2 has 1 minute to confer.
19. Team 2 may use up to 5 minutes to respond to Team 1’s commentary.
(More than one team member may contribute to the commentary, but only one team member may speak at a time.)
20. Judges have 10 minutes to ask Team 2 questions.
(Each judge may ask only one question with a brief follow up. Team members may briefly confer before answering the judge’s question. Different team members may respond to the questions of different judges.)

21. Judges evaluate Team 2 and Team 1 on score sheets.
22. Judges announce the teams’ scores for the match.
